TASTING NOTES 

Opulent in every way beginning with a dark garnet-purple color & abundant dark fruit, cassis & chocolate on 

the nose. Following is mouth filling texture and depth as layers of aromas and expansive flavors of dark and 

blue fruit unfold with hints of black olives & tobacco all wrapped in chocolate notes. The 2017 Estate is a dance 

on your palate that ends with a long satisfying finish. This medium to full bodied wine has the richness, 

concentration and backbone to assure a long, beautiful life!
